Diving Table Guidelines

Diving table workers should arrive at the table at least 15 minutes before the start of the meet.

There are 4 people needed at the table:

1) An announcer

2) A person to write the score and add them up.

3) A person to use the diving slide to multiply the score by degree of difficulty and add to the previous total
4) A “checker” to make sure it is all correct and to pass the sheets back to the announcer.

Other Responsibilities:

1) Each team is allowed to dive up to 18 divers in the meet.  3 divers per category are official.  All others are unofficial and it is very important to make sure they are marked “unofficial” at the top of the diving sheet before the meet begins. They must be agreed to ahead of the meet.
2) Unofficial divers are placed first in the diving order, official divers follow the unofficial divers.

3) It is the coach’s responsibility to fill out the diving sheets and get them to the table 15 minutes before the start of the meet.  Coaches sometimes make a mistake so it’s appreciated when the table workers check the sheets after they are turned in.

4) It is very helpful when the announcer has some knowledge of diving.  It is also important for the announcer to be clear when announcing the dive, yet fast.  Use as few words as possible. “John, 101A, front five, straight, 1.2”
5) At the conclusion of the meet and when all the scores have been tallied, the table workers will fill out the Event Result Sheet.  Coaches will have this sheet prepared with just the names filled in.  The table workers will fill in the scores, places and points and turn it in to the official swim table where the results will be entered into the computer.
